Method and/or Theory
Additional instructions for composition are:
· Please write your abstract in English.

· If your native language is not English, try to get a native English-speaking colleague to proofread your paper.

· Authors are responsible for sizing and positioning their illustrations.

· Hyphenate complex modifiers: “zero-field-cooled magnetization.”.
· Avoid dangling participles, such as, “Using (1), the potential was calculated.” Write instead, “The potential was calculated using (1),” or “Using (1), we calculated the potential.”
· Use a zero before decimal points:  “0.25,” not “.25.”

· Use “cm3,” not “cc.”

· Do not mix complete spellings and abbreviations of units: “Wb/m2” or “webers per square meter,” not “webers/m2.”

· Spell units when they appear in text: “…a few henries,” not “…a few H.”

· Do not add page numbers.
These bulleted items are used as an example and should be deleted so they do not appear in your document.
Examples (Optional)
This is the first sentence of a second sample section. Each of the paragraphs and section headings appear shaded in this template, with the exception of the bulleted items above and the text in the following figure.
These text boxes appear shaded on the screen only. It will disappear as you select each paragraph to replace with your own text, or just delete.
If you have a chart, graphic, equation, etc. you will need to embed them in the document. You can insert an external file. Left click on Insert on the menu bar and then select Picture. You can also select to embed an object instead of a picture. You can either embed an existing file, or create your object at that point.
Figure captions should be centred below the figures; table captions should be centred above. 
Number the figures sequentially, according to their appearance in the text, and check that each figure is cited in the text. Avoid placing figures and tables before their first mention. Use the abbreviation “Fig. #,” even at the beginning of a sentence.
Figure axis labels are often a source of confusion. Use words rather than symbols. Write “Magnetization,” or “Magnetization (M)” not just “M.”  Put units in parentheses. 
Do not label axes only with units. Do not label axes with a ratio of quantities and units. For example, write “Temperature (K),” not “Temperature/K.” 
Multipliers can be very confusing. Write “Magnetization (kA/m)” or “Magnetization (103 A/m).” Figure labels should be legible, at 8-point type.

Number equations consecutively with equation numbers in parentheses, as in (1). To make your equations more compact, you may use the solidus (/) and the exp function, etc. 
Italicize Roman symbols for quantities and variables, but not Greek symbols. Use an em dash (–) rather than a hyphen for a minus sign. 

Use parentheses to avoid ambiguities in denominators. Punctuate equations with commas or periods when they are part of a sentence, as in . (1)
 
Symbols in your equation should be defined before the equation appears or immediately following. Cite equations using “(1),” not Eq. (1)” or “equation (1),” except at the beginning of a sentence: “Equation (1) is …”
Conclusions
This is the first sentence of the conclusion.
Your abstract MUST be 4 pages long and MUST include at least one figure. Font point sizes and line spacing should not vary from this template. The deadline for submitting your extended abstract is 1 July 2011. NO EXCEPTIONS!
Acknowledgements (Optional)
Try to avoid the stilted expression, “One of us (R. B. G.) thanks …” Instead, try “R.B.G. thanks …” Put sponsor acknowledgments in the unnumbered footnote on the first page.
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
